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BRIEF SUMMARY

Jami‘ al-‘Adiliyya is a central dome mosque of the Ottoman period. It is erected with massive stone and brickwork including
handcrafted stone decoration.

The Mosque has suffered severe damage in three areas: Shaft of the Minaret, dome of the Prayers Hall and portico.

The wooden roof of the fountain is damaged, and the northern wall of the courtyard had been damaged.

An emergency structural stabilization of the three damaged sections is strictly recommended.

Main elements: walls (load bearing), arch(es) / arcade(s), column(s), dome(s), and vault(s),

There are indications that the stone blocks of the masonry are connected with iron anchors. Masonry parts with
ablag are made of limestone and basalt. A copper ring surrounds the base and upper shaft end of the columns.

Note

Emergency safeguard: > Static support (stabilization) of the minaret, the remains of the central dome and the
western portico arches.

Protection: > Protective construction/ enclosure of exposed masonry (central dome, portico) against rain.

> Rubble management: keep, safe and store the rubble on site; (see guideline below).

Partial reconstruktion of central dome, arcade, and minaret. Any Repair / Overhaul or Restoration of the
inventory / object should be carried out as > Anastylosis (with original components) and techniques.

General advice: Building Documentation: All-round systematic photographic documentation (stadia,
photogrammetric, 3D...) of the building, the damaged sections including the rubble (see separate Guideline of
Documentation Principles).

Imperative needs: Static / structural analysis and planning (responsible: civil engineer, stress analysis).
Expert opinions: Restorative examination and Natural scientific research, Building history investigation regarding
the building techniques.

The building has a record in the Syrian Heritage Archive Project. The project has collected and archived 850 pre-conflict
photos and architectural plans of the mosque.

Localization
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RUBBLE MANAGEMENT (General guidelines)

Securing the collapsed building material is a high priority!

Building rubble should not be removed from the site until a qualified salvage and deposit concept is in

place.

Schedule: (Responsibility > conservator/archaeologist/engineer / architect or similar).

1. At the beginning of the work, a complete photographic documentation of the entirety of the
debris/rubble must be executed urgently (including from above).

2. All natural stones (ashlar, carved, sculptured) as well as any building decoration should be selected,
classified, and finally assigned to areas of the facade where they belong to. Single stones should be

systematically signed and all sides should be photographed.

The rubble on site should be classified into the following categories:

A. All types of building decoration as well as remains, fragments of particular importance/ value/
expressiveness, such as ashlar, ornamented stones, inscriptions, wall paintings, mosaics, tiles,
carved wood/metal etc.

B. Remains, fragments of other cultural-historical/architectural significance, such as carved or
shaped masonry, decorative plaster, stucco, bricks, tiles, metal, etc..

C. Remains, fragments of minor importance, such as modern building materials.

3. All objects from category A and B should be professionally stacked and covered. with a sheet (or
similar) and stored in a controlled manner on the building site (e.g. niche, arcade, empty rooms,

courtyard).

If no short-term measures can be carried out, the "rubble” on the ground should be covered with a
tarpaulin. For longer-term protection, the rubble also should be covered with sand or, even better,

protected by a scaffolding or protective roof.

It proposes clearing the area in the following order:

0: Clearina the debris around the hill where the
remains of dome are found. as well as clearing the
overarown plants in this area.

1: Collectina the remains of the wall decorations and
claddina from the prayer niche (Mihrab) and pulpit
(Minbar)

2: Clearina a side strip to ensure freedom of
movement.

3: Clearina the remainina areas section by section, by
sorting, stacking, or disposing of debris.
