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BRIEF SUMMARY

Al-Zawiya al-Hilaliyya was exposed to vandalism during the armed conflict in the Old City of Aleppo 2012 - 2016.

An extremist group stopped the Sufi activates of al-Zawiya al-Hilaliyya and converted it into a religious school to tech
their extreme ideology! Twelve tombstones located in the courtyard were robbed by the same group who controlled the
area during the armed conflict.

After 2015 the group left the area an al-Zawiya returned to its original function.

The tombstones contained inscriptions that documented the history of the al-Zawiya
scholars.
